Legislative Update – Lisa Marrello
Lisa Marrello provided an update on advocacy activities.  She advised that the Governor submitted his 30-day budget amendments and the legislature is conducting joint budget hearings.   

Lisa and her team are engaging the legislature on behalf of CDTA and encouraging the NYPTA agenda, which seeks a 2% increase in operating assistance along with a $15 million increase in capital funds.

Conversations are happening with elected officials about the particular interests of CDTA. This focuses on the role of CDTA in the economic development in the region (Rivers Casino, Nanotech, expanding medical centers), all of which need more transit services.  Lisa and her team are looking for more funding for CDTA to meet these demands.  Lisa is also talking about the ways that CDTA can fulfill the state’s contract for employee transportation services. This would be an example of shared services that the Governor wants to advance.  

Lisa advised that members are submitting letters to their leaders (in the Assembly and Senate) encouraging support for requests that will be put into their one-house legislative bills.
