Meeting Purpose

This was the regular monthly meeting of the Governance Committee.  Ms. Lussier appointed 

Mr. Young as a member of the Committee in order to achieve a quorum.

Ms. Lussier added the Board/Committee Calendar as an additional agenda item.  Mr. Young added one item under For the Good of the order.

The minutes from the March 24, 2016 meeting were reviewed and approved.

Board/Committee Calendar

The Committee reviewed the Board/Committee calendar for 2016.  Based on input from all members, it was decided to eliminate the August and November Committee and Board meetings from the calendar and keep placeholders for a Board meeting if something needs to be addressed.  
Additionally, a Board retreat will be scheduled in November, and if it is necessary to have a Board meeting, it will be held on the same day as the Board retreat.  

Mr. Young said he is still concerned about a public authority not holding a monthly meeting.  He recommended holding November Committee and Board on the same day as the Board retreat.

A motion was made and seconded, with two in favor and one opposed, to move this item to the full Board at the April Board meeting for action.  
Legislative Update - Lisa Marrello
Lisa Marrello provided an update on lobbying activities.  The legislature is currently adjourned. When they return, there will be about five weeks left in session.     

Lisa advised that because this is an election year there are not likely to be major issues addressed during the second part of the session.  For CDTA’s purposes, she and her team will be meeting to develop a priority list moving forward.  She has scheduled a meeting with Assemblyman John McDonald to discuss taxis and mobility management issues.  
Carm advised that now that the budget is addressed, Lisa and her team will have a chance to get up-to-speed on various CDTA issues and opportunities. This includes ongoing issues with OGS regarding the State shuttle.  We will also arrange a close out meeting with our local delegation regarding state operating assistance and ways to insure that it is adequately funded in the future. 

Mr. Young asked Lisa try to find out who in the legislative body is concerned with the unfunded liability issues (GASB).  Lisa said she will look into it and report back.

Carm advised that since the budget has been wrapped up, Lisa will provide updates to the Committee every other month or every few months.

For the Good of the Order

Mr. Young said that it is hard to believe that some elected officials in our country have become so bigoted that they do not respect the moral and first amendment rights of men to use men’s bathrooms and women to use women’s bathrooms.  He also said that it is an absolute disgrace not to allow our bus operators to participate in the APTA Bus Roadeo.
